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Mastiff is a plant growth regulator that produces desirable growth reduction in a wide 
variety of ornamental trees.With a single Mastiff application,vegetative growth generally 
is reduced by 40% to 70% over a three-year period.Results will vary depending upon tree
species and local growing conditions.

Application methods
Mastiff is a trunk-injection chemical 
developed to be used with ArborSystems
Wedgleª Direct-Injectª tree injection 
system.Mastiff is available in two sizes:

¥ The 120 ml chemical bottle attaches to
the standard Wedgle Direct-Inject unit.

¥ The 1000 ml Direct-Inject chemical pack
is used with the Wedgle Direct-Inject
forestry unit.

With either application method,operators
can treat almost any tree in five minutes or
less,without drilling,with no power require-
ments,and without heavy equipment.

Application rate
1 ml per 4" of trunk circumference 
measured within 12" of the ground.Dosage
may be increased to 2 ml per injection site
for trees with diameters over 12".

Timing of
Mastiff 
injections

Shoot growth is most common between
April and June.Mastiff applications 
made prior to shoot growth,either in
early spring or the preceding fall,
provide more first-year growth control
than applications made at other times.
Late spring,to summer or fall,
applications will provide growth 
reduction the following year. Regardless
of application timing,growth reduction
within the first year after treatment may
not be as noticeable as in subsequent
years.A single Mastiff application can
provide tree growth regulation for 
approximately three years.
